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The monthly meeting of the 
Cumberland Valley 
Quilters Association was 
called to order by Presi-
dent Connie Little at 10:00 
a.m. at the First Presbyte-
rian Church on Franklin 
Road in Franklin, Tennes-
see.  Connie thanked 
Stephanie Blaney and the 
Christmas Committee for 
December’s luncheon and 
program. Charlotte Greene 
moved to accept the De-
cember minutes.  Valerie 
Curtis seconded.  Minutes 
were approved.  Doris 
Waldschmidt announced 
that there were 93 mem-
bers present and 9 visitors. 
 
Connie reported that sev-
eral members have health 
issues:  Kathy Smith 
(recovering from pneumo-
nia), Linda Thorburn 
(breast cancer surgery), 
Cyndy Dyer (eye surgery 
for detached retina), and 
Sharon McLaughlin (knee 
replacement surgery).  Val-
erie  requested donations  
of more 12 ½” blocks, un-
finished. 
 
Carolann Laird reported for 
Evening Stars and an-
nounced that they will be 
making “necktie purses” at 
the January meeting.  She 
reminded everyone that 
CVQA members may at-
tend either the daytime or 
evening meetings or both.

Evening Stars information) 
 
Members are strongly en-
couraged to renew their 
membership immediately 

so that they can be included 
in the 2009 directory, avail-
able at next month’s meet-
ing.  Chairpersons are still 
needed for several commit-
tees, including Summer So-
cial, Publicity, and 2010 
Guild Challenge.  Hollie Hart 
volunteered to chair the Li-
brary Committee.  There are 
currently 23 committees. 
Every member is expected to 
serve on at least one in addi-
tion to providing refresh-
ments (Hospitality) at one 
meeting.  Lists of committee 
members were set out for 
people to check for their as-
signments or to add their 
names. 
 
Barbara Lowe gave the 
Treasurer’s report.  There is 
$7347.12 in our non-
designated checking ac-
count, which includes $3600 
of 2009 dues paid at the end 
of 2008.  Barbara requested 
that if anyone has a treasury 
matter that they want ad-
dressed at the monthly meet-
ing, they should notify her 
one week ahead so that she 
will be able to bring pertinent 
information and paperwork.  
Connie presented the guild 
with a $400 donation check 
from Myra at Stitcher’s Gar-
den for volunteer help during 
her store relocation.  Former 
member Dori Howard is do-
nating fabric, magazines, 
and books to the guild.  The 
fabric will be divided among 
the Friendship, Soldier, and 
Charity committees.  Free 
magazines will be available 
at the February meeting. 
 
Kim Steanson reminded eve-
ryone that Challenge Quilts 
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The Evening Stars, the night arm of 
your guild, uses a workshop format 
with a special time for Show and Tell.  
We encourage all members to attend.  
Also, invite persons outside the guild, 
especially if they work and can not 
come to the day meetings, to give the 
Evening Stars a try.  This is a good 
way to get new members.  If anyone 
wants to bring questions/projects they 
are working on, there is always some-
one willing to help and give advice.  
Evening Stars meets at the Barnabas 
Center, in downtown Franklin, on the 
3rd Thursday of each month.  The 
best way to enter is from the backside, 
off 96W, across the street from the 
Hillsboro Rd, Bank of America drive 
thru, which is next door to McDon-
ald’s.
