JoAnn Wright 
seconded.  Minutes ap-
proved.  Rose Naeser an-
nounced that 77 members 
were present at the beginning 
of the meeting.  No visitors 
were reported. 101 members 
had signed up for the Christ-
mas party event, yet the final 
tally of members in atten-
dance was 80.  Volunteers 
were reminded to help at 
Stitcher’s Garden on Dec. 5 
and 6. 
 
Pam Olds made a motion to 
accept the proposed 2009 
budget.  Charlotte Green sec-
onded. 
Under discussion, Jacki Man-
fre suggested that the 2009 
Christmas party committee 
omit the purchase of turkey or 
ham in light of the large 
amount of potluck food pro-
vided.  Stephanie Blaney said 
the cost of the turkey was 
approximately $100.  It was 
agreed that it was unneces-
sary to change the 2009 
budget to reflect this potential 
savings.  The 2009 party 
committee will use budget 
discretion when planning.

A gift 
of $163 was collected and pre-
sented to church custodian J.R. 
Canned food was also collected 
for Graceworks Food Bank. Val-
erie thanked Stephanie Blaney 
and her Christmas party com-
mittee for their hard work on the 
party.  Following Show and Tell, 
the program and luncheon, the 
meeting was adjourned at
