For nylon thread or other fine thread 
that likes to tangle itself on the spool 
holder - first pass the thread through a 
BigGulp straw which is taped onto the 
top back edge of 
sewing machine between the spool 
holder and the first threading notch.  
This keeps the thread feeding smoothly 
and it doesn't recoil back onto the 
spool or spool holder when you 
stop or pause.  (You may have to cut 
the straw down to fit your machine.)
