Connie thanked the pre-
senters from the January 
showcase.  Valerie Curtis 
moved to accept the Janu-
ary minutes.  Pat McMa-
hon seconded.  Minutes 
were approved.  Doris 
Waldschmidt announced 
that there were 108 in at-
tendance, including 9 visi-
tors.  There are now 137 
members.  Connie gave up-
dates on members with ill-
nesses, and Valerie Curtis 
said that the Friendship 
Committee needs more 
blocks (12 ½” unfinished) 
in reds or brights.  Please 
put your name on the back 
seams, and the committee 
will sign the fronts when 
the blocks are ready to as-
semble.  New directories 
are available.  Pam Olds 
reported that the directory 
cost was $229.71.  Mem-
bers are to send changes to 
Barbara Lowe, preferably 
by e-mail.  Pam will do up-
dates online. 

Christine Copenhaver re-
ported for Evening Stars 
(see newsletter).  Some Sat-
urday classes are being 
considered.   Former mem-
ber Dori Howard has do-
nated fabric and magazines 
to the guild.

Two months remain to pre-
pare quilts for the Guild 
Challenge program.  Chris 
Grayson reported on the 
March program with guest 
teacher Bonnie Hunter.

Chris and Cissy are willing 
to help members learn to ac-
cess the website.  Chris also 
announced upcoming pro-
grams for June (Quilts in the 
Garden), which still needs 
two more garden locations , 
Sept. (Journal Quilts), and 
Oct. (Our Books, Our 
Quilts).  Kay Roberts and 
Kathy Kuryla will chair 2010 
Challenge Committee. 

A motion was made by Bar-
bara Lowe and seconded by 
Mary Joe Whitefield that 
CVQA become a limited li-
ability company and apply 
for IRS status as a 501 (c)(3) 
organization.  Jean Odom, 
treasurer for TVQA, handled 
the discussion on this motion.  
The one-time costs will total 
approximately $450 for both 
transactions.  Jean stated 
that the annual paperwork 
required for a 501 (c)(3) with 
income of less than $25,000 
can be done very quickly on 
the IRS website.  The state 
requires an annual simple 
form for the LLC along with 
a $20 check.  A registered 
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(Specifically, our organiza-
tion’s name will become 
Cumberland Valley 
Quilters Association, LLC  
since we elected to become 
a Limited Liability Corpora-
tion at our last meeting.) 
Second, we must vote to 
donate all our existing as-
sets to the new corporation.  
The 501 c (3) committee, 
chaired by Jean Odom and 
Pam Olds, will then be able 
to submit the paperwork 
which makes it possible for 
us to be approved as a non-
profit organization. 
 I look forward to 
seeing you on March 3rd!

 This lecture focuses on the quilts from Bonnie’s 
book by the same name, released by Kansas City 
Star Quilts in September 2008. Not only does she 
show the quilts from the book, but others she’s 
made with recycled fabrics and scraps as well! In-
cluded is information about what to look for when 
recycling clothing into quilts, the best way to slice 
and dice your cotton clothing into useable sizes so it 
is ready for your quilt making, combining recycled 
fabrics with new yardage for the right look, etc.  



 
Quilting tip for March:  When changing 
your machine needle, before starting 
each new quilt, put the old needle back 
in the package with a piece of tape 
across it marked USED.  When the pack-
age is full of old needles it is easy to dis-
pose.  You also have the needle size to 
buy for the next package.
