 I have some good 
news!  Barbara Lowe (our 
treasurer) heard from the IRS 

and we are getting closer to 
our goal of 501 (c)(3) status.  
She’ll share the details with 
you at our next meeting.  
Also, after careful review of 
the guild budget and fi-
nances, Barbara and the 
executive committee would 
like to make a recommenda-
tion to the membership. As 
you know, last year the guild 
voted to raise dues to $30.00 
per year.  We recommend 
that the Standing Rules (#6) 
be revised as follows:

Connie congratulated the 18 
guild members who won rib-
bons at the Williamson 
County Fair in August (their 
names were in the September 
newsletter).  She compli-
mented Sandy Harper on the 
newsletter and praised Gina-
beth Young and Peggy Drue-
sedow for their newsletter 
articles. 
 
Valerie Curtis moved to ap-
prove the August minutes as 
printed, and Babs Knieriem 
seconded.  Motion passed.  
Doris Waldeschmidt intro-
duced one new guest.  Total 
attendance was 92.  Nancy 
Paini is a new member who 
attends the Evening Stars 
group.  Connie announced 
that the September program 
for Evening Stars will be a 
charity quilt workshop (see 
newsletter).   Connie reported 
that the 501 (c) (3) applica-
tion is still in process at the 
IRS. 
 
Chris Grayson announced that 
sign-ups have begun for the 
two Sue Nickels workshops 
in conjunction with the Sue 
Nickels program in Novem-
ber.  (See newsletter).   Con-
nie reported on the resigna-
tion of Pam Olds as 2nd Vice-
President and program chair 
due to health issues.   A new 
program committee chairper-
son is needed as soon as pos-
sible, especially to select and 

book the 2011 and 2012 na-
tional speakers.  Any volunteers 
are asked to contact Connie or 
Chris Grayson.   Volunteers are 
also needed for the nominating 
committee and are asked to see 
Connie if they are willing to 
serve.  Most of the current offi-
cers are eligible and willing to 
serve again next year. 
 
The guild scrapbooks put to-
gether by Valerie Curtis were 
displayed at the meeting.  Val-
erie asked that members help 
her identify photos that are 
missing labeled names.  
Lorraine Karl reported on the 
Sept. 10-12 quilt program at the 
Sam Davis Home.  In apprecia-
tion for our guild’s participation 
as show volunteers, the Sam 
Davis Home has offered the 
guild the use of its Creek House 
for a day, and Connie suggested 
it as a potential site for the 2010 
picnic and auction.  Betty Hor-
ton will begin taking member 
photos for a “picture directory” 
at the October meeting.  Charity 
Quilts committee meets  after 
the September meeting to work 
on projects, and Soldier Quilts 
meets after the October meet-
ing.  Kathleen Hardin said that 
soldier quilt blocks will also be 
signed at the Houston County 
Fair in September.  She re-
quested names and photos of 
guild family members who are 
currently serving abroad in the 
armed forces.  They will be 
honored with brief write-ups in 
the newsletters.  Connie an-
nounced that Carmen Avery has 
stepped forward to serve as new 
chair of the Christmas commit-
tee. 
 
The program, “Journal Quilts,” 
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(Article IV section 2 of our 
CVQA By-Laws states that 
dues are to be paid no later 
than the December meeting of 
the previous year.) Late pay-
ment has been a problem for 
many years, making it difficult 
to produce an accurate mem-
bership manual and directory 
at the beginning of the new 
year. 
 A copy of the Pro-
posed Standing Rules is being 
sent to each member with this 
newsletter, with the 2 propos-
als to be voted on highlighted 
in yellow.  Note that we will be 
voting on the change outlined 
in the above paragraph, and 
also the provision to allow 
guild equipment to be checked 
out by the membership in the 
same way that library books 
are circulated (#13). 
 Two additional docu-
ments are being sent as at-
tachments to this newsletter: 
the 2010 Membership renewal 
form, and a complete listing of 
our guild committees.  Please 
contact me if you have any 
questions about these commit-
tees and how you can best use 
your talents to help our organi-
zation continue its excellence.

We learned 
two ways to do the block one is ma-
chine and the other by a more tradi-
tional hand method.  The short cuts 
were helpful in not having the bulk that 
is often hard to sew over or keep 
tuned under.  The examples pre-
sented where fantastic.  Stripes and 
plaids here we come.   I would also 
like to thank Christine for sending out 
the monthly e-mail reminder of what to 
bring to the meetings. 
  
Our October meeting with be a work-
shop on “Perfecting the 1/4 inch 
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seam” by Lucille Barnham. 
Bring  BSS, Sewing Machine, 2 fat

This will help our blocks be 
straighter and closer to the correct 
sizes.  Join us at the Barnabas Center, 
October 20.

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As most of you are aware, 
CVQA is hosting a work-
shop with Sue Nickels on 
November 2nd and 3rd 
(Monday and Tuesday 
rather than Tuesday and 
Wednesday).  Sue and her 
sister recently won Best of 
Show at a quilt show in Bir-
mingham, England.  You 
can view the story at http://
www.americanquilter.com/
quilt_world/news_view.php?

The full-day workshop on 
Monday will be “Machine 
Applique Flower Basket” 
and will be $40 payable to 
CVQA with an $8 pattern 
fee payable to Sue Nickels 
on the day of the workshop. 
    The topic for the Tuesday 
morning lecture will be 
“Machine Quilting for To-
day’s Quilts.”  There will be 
a half-day class in the after-
noon entitled “Machine 
Stiipple Quilting and Much

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When planning a quilt it is easy to 
get confused after buying the fab-
ric and not making the quilt until 
say 1, 2.....10 month (years) later.  
So this is an easy tip to keep 
which fabric goes with which 
piece in a pattern. 
1. What you need: a stiff card (ex: 
recycled greeting cards),  a glue 
stick and a pair of scissors 
2. Pattern pieces are usually la-
beled with either A, B, C or 1, 2, 
3, etc.  Label the card from top to 
bottom on the left hand side with 
the pattern pieces.  About 1 inch 
apart. 

3. As you buy or pull fabric from 
your stash, (use the selvage edge 
where fabric is printed all the way to 
the selvage edge) cut a strip ~4 
inches long and  ~3/4 inches wide.  
Glue this to your card in the appro-
priate order as to what will be used 
in the quilt.  (see attached picture) 
4.  As you collect all the fabric you 
will have an example to match other 
pieces or to help keep order.  It is 
easy to carry with you. 
5.  When putting the quilt top to-
gether, keep this card accessible to 
easily cut the correct pieces of fab-
ric to match.  It is also easy to de-
cide what thread to use for quilting.
