Do | have rulers | can see and
are they cracked or broken?

Do | throw away old pens and
pencils or do | dig thru them to get to
the ones | need?

Is my sewing cabinet wobbly
and the screws need to be tightened?

Is my chair broken or does it
need a new cover?

Is my iron clean? Ironing
board cover?

When is the last time | had
maintenance done on my machine? |
do | use it more than my lawn mower
is used.

Have | washed my rotary mat
lately? (See the hint for how
to properly clean your rotary mat. Itis
very simple and inexpensive.)

Share your notes with family and
friends. (Especially before your birth-
day, Christmas, Mother’s day.)
